Spellings 

•Five focus sessions a week in same ability 

groups to allow for specific teaching. 

•The children should bring home a log book 

at least three times a week. They need to 

get their log book signed each time they 

learn them at home –this will be checked 

in school.

•Children will be completing short, 

interesting tasks to embed their knowledge 

of phonics and cover the spelling rules. 



Big Maths

•Three focus sessions a week in small 

groups. 

•Children practise a range of activities 

which aim to develop their mental maths.

•These activities are fun and lively. 

•The children complete a Learn It test 

which is all about beating their previous 

score. 

•They also carry out a CLIC test fortnightly 

allowing progress to be seen.
